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Admission requirements: The minimum requirements to be admitted are: 
 
1. Earned Bachelor’s degree  
2. Applications must provide documentation of health care experience, either paid or voluntary, that reflects direct 
patient care. It is suggested that applicants have 1,000 hours of experience. 
3. A GPA of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale for all prerequisite courses. Science GPA of 3.0 or higher. Science courses 
that are more than five years old will not be accepted for transfer credit. If science course are over five years old, 
please consult the program director for further direction. 
4. Verification of current CPR certificate 
5. Demonstrate written and oral skills by completing an essay and interview (by invitation only) 
6. Three letters of Recommendation – one must be from a practicing MD, DO, or PA
