DECLARATION OF FINANCES
If it is determined that you are admissible to La Sierra University, LSU can provide you with an I-20 (F-1) only after you submit satisfactory evidence that you have
adequate funds for your proposed program of study. Acceptable financial documents must not have been issued more than six (6) months before the term you intend
to enroll at LSU, and must accompany this form. Be sure to keep originals of these documents as you will need to present them to the U.S. Consular Officer at your
visa interview and to the U.S. Immigration Officers at the Port of Entry (airport). Please note: U.S. visa regulations restrict student employment, and therefore, it is
important not to rely on on-campus employment for income to offset your educational expenses.

International Deposit/l-20 Processing Fee: An international applicant (other than a Canadian citizen) requesting an 1-20 from LSU is required to make an advance
deposit of $1,000 to $5,000, depending on their country of origin. The deposit will remain on the account until the student terminates academic work at La Sierra
University. The deposit can be used as partial payment for the student’s last academic term of attendance. Because international students do not qualify for loans
and grants listed under Financial Aid, parents or sponsors are responsible for making payment arrangements each quarter at registration. Students cannot carry over
a balance from one quarter to the next. In addition, all international students are required to submit a processing fee of $100 to be used for postage and expenses
relating to the acquisition of their I-20. Current cost of shipping will be deducted from the $100 fee and the remaining balance will be credited to the student’s account
after receipt of the I-20. If more than $100 is spent, then the student’s international student deposit will be debited. The deposit may be paid with either a cashier’s
check/money order made payable to La Sierra University, with a Visa, Master Card, American Express, or Discover credit card, or by bank wire transfer. To pay the
deposit, please contact our Bursar Office at (951) 785-2152 or your enrollment counselor.
