Course Descr ipt ion: 
 A study of the responsibilities of the regular educator and 
the special educator for teaching students with special needs.  
Methods of identifying students with disabilities, planning 
individualized educational programs, and developing appropriate 
teaching strategies are explored.  Federal and state laws governing 
the education of students with special needs are included. 

 
Course Requirements: 
 1.  Attendance and class participation 
 2.  Assigned readings in the textbooks and journals 

3.  One page summary of each chapter 
4.  Written assignments related to class topics and                          

discussions 
 5.  A 10-12 page research paper on currently 

recommended teaching strategies for students with 
learning handicaps.  The strategies should be designed for 
teaching a particular subject and/or general skill area, with 
the focus on students at the grade level in which you teach.  
A minimum of eight current journal and book sources 
should be used, and included in the bibliography (within 
the past 2-3 years).  The text book also provides good 
information, but should not be used for this assignment.  
Journals provide the most up-to-date source of information 
and should be your principle source for your paper.  The 
style and format to be used should be that of the American 
Psychological Association.  An oral report will be given in 
order to share the knowledge you have acquired with 
others.  A project may be chosen rather than the paper.  I t 
must have the approval of the instructor to receive credit.

Course Descr ipt ion: 

This course is designed to acquaint students with various 
aspects of financial management in Canadian public schools 
and Seventh-day Adventist private schools.  Emphasis will be 
placed on developing skills necessary to manage the financial 
program of a district and school. 

  
Course Requirements: 

1.  Your f irst assignment is due at the beginning of the first 
class period.  The description of that assignment follows on a 
separate page.   
2.  Prepare a budget for the district or school where you are 
employed.  It will include increases or decreases in line items 
that you believe are under or over funded and the sources of 
revenue for your increases.  Your base budget may be your 
existing school budget. 
3.  Write one monograph or term paper.  ÒClass Size 
Reduction,Ó  "Vouchers," or "Commercialism In Schools" are 
suggested topics.  Your topic must be approved by the 
professor that will be on a topic with f inancial Implications to 
your school.  Your paper will summarize the current research 
and literature.  Suggested length is seven pages with a 
minimum of seven reference sources.  If  you wish to e-mail 
the instructor before the first class to f inalize a topic, you may 
certainly do so.  This is your most important writing 
assignment and you may want to start collecting references on 
a topic before the class formally begins.   
4. Present a five-minute report to the class on your 
monograph.  The presentation may be in any media.  
5. Write a final examination.  It will consist of short answer 
definitions/explanations and short essay questions. Reading 
and interpreting a f inancial statement will also be included.  
Topics for the essay questions will be reviewed before the 
exam.

Course Descr ipt ion: 
This course examines contemporary thinking about spirituality, 

world views, epistemology, ontology, and axiology as they 
relate to Christian and public education.  The focus is on 
the development of educators who are critical thinkers that 
are able to examine, evaluate and synthesize values, 
spirituality, and education. 

 
Assignments: 
There are three assignments for this course. 
1. Pre Assignment: Read the Sire and Pearcey books and 

write a one page analysis of each chapter. Read one of the 
presentation books. 

2. In-Class Assignment: Give a presentation on one of the 
presentation books. 

3. Post-Assignment: Write a ten page paper Due August 31. 
 
Explanation of the Assignments 



Pre-assignment: 
Read the Sire and Pearcey books before coming to class.  Write a 
one page analysis of each chapter. The directions for this 
assignment are here: 
 

Critical Analysis of Chapters 
• Before reading the chapter, look at the title, headings and 

opening and closing paragraphs. 
• Interpret what you think the author means. 
• Respond to the authors points. 
• Keep a running list of words unfamiliar to you. Look up 

their meanings. 
• Ask yourself the following questions: 

1. What was the authors main point? 
2. What were the authorÕs conclusions? 
3. What do you think about the main points and the                           
conclusions? 
4. What evidences does the author use to support the main 
point? 

• Restate the article in one sentence, then restate it in one 
page. Now you have your one page analysis. 

 
In-Class Assignment: 
Read one of the presentation books. Prepare a presentation which 

does the following: 
• Tells the main point of the book. 
• Describes what the book says. Tells what evidences the 

author used to make his/her points. 
• Shows the authors conclusions 
• Tells us what you think about the book, its main points and 

its conclusions. 
 
The format of this presentation can be: a role play, a PowerPoint 
presentation, an exhibit, a ReaderÕs Theatre, a debate, videos, or 
some other creative presentation. If you are the only one who chose 
this book then you will do it alone. If someone else also chose the 
same book there will be two presentations. Each person will do 
their own presentation. 
 
Post-assignment: 
Write a ten page paper describing what it means to think 
Christianly.  The latest possible date to have this paper to me is 
August 31. The directions are here: 
 

Ten Page Paper 
• Before make an outline of your major points.. 
• Interpret what you think the authors you read mean. 
• In your own words, write the points you want too make 

based on your reading. 
• Begin to use new words from the readings. 
• Ask yourself the following questions: 

1. What your main point? 
2. What are your conclusions? 
3. What do you think about the main points and the 
conclusions? 
4. What evidences did you use to support the main point? 



• Your conclusion is a restatement of your main point
