SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS POLICY

The United States Department of Education requires students to progress through their academic program in a
timely manner in order to maintain eligibility for Title IV aid. Students receiving LSU financial aid must also meet
SAP requirements. LSU’s Satisfactory Academic Progress policy for receiving Title IV and LSU financial aid is as
follows:

Freshman will be reviewed at the end of each of their first three quarters of attendance at LSU.
¥ Ifthe student’s GPA is 1.5-1.99 the student will be placed on financial aid probation for the following
quarter. During the probationary quarter the student will continue to receive federal and institutional aid.
If, after the probationary quarter, the student’s GPA is not above 2.0 the student will be disqualified from
receiving federal and LSU financial aid. A disqualified student may be reinstated when their cumulative
GPA is 2.0 or higher.
¥ Ifthe student’s GPA is below 1.5 the student will be disqualified for all Title IV and institutional financial
aid until their GPA is 2.0 or higher.
¥ Students who fail to complete at least 67% of units attempted for the year will be disqualified from
receiving additional Title IV and LSU financial aid. Units satisfactorily completed are units whose grade is
sufficiently high as to be counted toward a student’s degree. Acceptable grades are defined in the LSU
Bulletin. Units attempted will be calculated for all grades including the number of corresponding units for
grades of W, I, F, S and U. Grades recorded as IP will be counted as units satisfactorily completed. [PW
units will be counted as units not completed. Classes that are taken to replace grades will be counted in the
total number of units attempted.
Federal grant aid for terms in which a student is disqualified may not be recovered. Loans, however, may be
awarded retroactively for the same aid year if a previously disqualified student’s financial aid is reinstated.

All other students, including graduate students will have grades and attempted academic units reviewed at the
end of each academic year. Attempted units include all grades listed on a student’s official transcript.
¥ Undergraduate students whose GPA falls below 2.0, and graduate students whose GPA falls below 3.0 will
be disqualified from receiving Title IV and LSU financial aid. A disqualified undergraduate student may
be reinstated when their cumulated GPA is 2.0 or higher. A disqualified graduate student may be reinstated
when their cumulated GPA is 3.0 or higher.
¥ Students who fail to complete at least 67% of units attempted for the year will be disqualified from
receiving Title IV and LSU financial aid. Units satisfactorily completed are units whose grade is
sufficiently high as to be counted toward a student’s degree. Acceptable grades are defined in the LSU
Bulletin. Units attempted will be calculated for all grades including the number of corresponding units for
grades of W, I, F, S and U. Grades recorded as IP will be counted as units satisfactorily completed. [PW
units will be counted as units not completed.
¥ Under Title IV and La Sierra University regulations students may receive financial aid up to 150% of the
units necessary to complete their program.
0 Ifa student changes their major they may be eligible for additional enrollment periods in which
they can receive Title IV and LSU financial aid.
0 When a student changes their major the units from their previous program that qualify for their new
program will be calculated in the total.
0 LSU allows one change of major when calculating the 150%
0 Units from the previous degree which count toward the subsequent degree will be added to the total
when calculating the 150%
0 When transferring to LSU attempted units from all other institutions where the student attended
will be included when determining the total units attempted.
0 To receive financial aid, undergraduate students may not exceed 285 attempted units. Graduate
students’ totals will be calculated according to their program.
